The Generous Life: Give Regularly 

Generosity grows strongest when it becomes a rhythm. 

Throughout Scripture, giving is not just a one-time actðitôs a steady,  

ongoing practice. Regular giving helps shape our hearts and sustains the ministry we share together. 

When we give consistently, generosity becomes part of our spiritual life, much like prayer, worship, and 

serving. 

What this looks like in everyday life: 

A household commits to giving weekly or monthly. Some set up recurring gifts; others build it into their 

weekly routine. Instead of occasional or reactive giving, generosity becomes steady and dependable.  

And the reality is that that feels goodéright.   

Regular giving isnôt about obligationðitôs about forming a life anchored in faith and trust.

Donor Advised Funds (DAFs) 
for flexible giving over time 
 

A donor advised fund can be a great ñgive now,  

decide laterò tool. You make an irrevocable  

contribution to a DAF, receive a tax deduction in the 

year you give, and then recommend grants to  

charities over time. This is helpful if you want to be 

generous in a high-income year but spread out your 

actual gifts to churches and nonprofits across future 

years. It can also simplify recordkeeping by turning 

many future donations into one contribution for tax 

reporting purposes. DAFs are often described as  

having some of the benefits of a private foundation 

without as much administrative work. The tradeoff is 

that once assets go into the DAF, they are no longer 

yours, and the sponsoring organization oversees the 

account and investments.
